Good morning.  I am a Meteorology/Oceanography officer with the United States Navy, working in conjunction with the United States Coast Guard in the Office of Global Maritime Situation Awareness.  The mission of this office is to facilitate the creation of a collaborative global, maritime, information-sharing environment through unity of effort across entities with maritime interests.  
Within that larger program, we are developing an environmental hub with the purpose of coordinating the sharing of maritime environmental information. This hub is in the initial stages.
